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1. Introduction

VHH tested several reference management programs and decided to use the software
“Citavi — Reference Management and Knowledge Organization™, which may serve
multiple purposes beyond the task of creating a Literature Database. The tools provided
by this software have been employed and adapted to fulfill the following main purposes
(as described in detail in Deliverable D2.1 Advanced Digitization Tool Kit, Tool #10:
Guideline Citavi):

e collecting and referencing scholarly literature

e collecting and referencing non-filmic primary sources

e attaching OCR processed PDF files to a reference, and using Citavi’s knowledge
editor to segment referenced documents by highlighting passages in the PDFs,
creating quotations, adding summaries and comments (quotations are linked to the
selected sections of the documents)

e annotating referenced documents with vocabularies via two functions: groups and
categories

o Groups have been designed to sort references according to external qualities,
e.g. to create a structured bibliography of primary and secondary sources.
Moreover, VHH has defined supergroups for archives and libraries to prepare
and facilitate upcoming research.

o VHH uses categories to create and apply controlled vocabularies. The
supercategory “topics” is used to index the content components of referenced
primary and secondary sources with categories like places, events, agents,
objects etc.

The present Deliverable makes use of the group function and provides an extraction of the
Literature Database contained in the Citavi project “VHH_ Citavi_ Cloud” as of December
20, 2019. This extraction comprises scholarly literature on the production, distribution,
reuse and interpretation of filmic materials and other visual materials on Nazi atrocity
sites. Scholarly literature on the broader historical context of those sites is also included.

The citation style used in VHH was adapted from the style used by the journal
Osterreichische Zeitschrift fiir Geschichtswissenschaften (OZG).2

The lists of scholarly literature contained in this Literature Database extraction are sorted
by reference type and publication date, thus providing a chronology of relevant
scholarship.
